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6™ ANNUAL ABC FUN RUN GROWING WITH OVER 600 RUNNERS AND 58 SPONSORS

Cerritos, CA — April 23, 2018 — The 2018 ABC Fun Run moved its event to Saturday, May 5" this
year to encourage more participation from students in ABCUSD schools. In the past, the event
was held the day after school ended, which proved a challenge with families leaving on
vacation. This move to May 5% s already showing a positive impact as over 600
runners/walkers have already registered. Most registrations come in the last two weeks before

the event, so it’s possible over 1,000 runners/walkers could show up this year.

Sponsored by the ABC Education Foundation, this ABC Fun Run is hosted again by Los Cerritos
Center shopping mall and features a 5K run/walk starting at 7:30 am; a 2K run/walk at 8:15 am
and a Kids Run starting at 9:00 am. Everyone who participates will receive medals. Trophies for
1st, 2nd, 3rd place finishers by age/gender categories and Best Team Perpetual trophies will be
awarded. Fifty sponsors have already committed to support this event. This is the ABC Fun

Run’s 6" year.
New this year is the Fun Run 5K route.

“The beginning of the run will start at Los Cerritos Center as it has in the past,” said Ken Kraus,

Senior Property Manager at Los Cerritos Center, ABC Education Foundation board member, and



Title Sponsor of the event, “and runners will leave the Center onto 183" street, turn right onto
Studebaker to Artesia, then return to the Center for one lap around the Center to the finish line
in front of the Food Court. Partial street closures around 183rd, Studebaker, and Artesia Blvd
will offer participants new scenery before they return to the mall and complete one lap around
the mall. Entertainment will be staged around the route from students in ABCUSD schools

including bands and cheerleaders.”
